In April we had a very successful Bike
Rodeo, thanks to the generosity of many
Village merchants. Bicycle safety was
the topic of the day. We had classroom
training, bicycle inspection, bicycle repair,

and an obstacle course complete with
road signs. We had over 100 participants
and most went away with more than just
knowledge. Most were given prizes of
one kind or another, thanks again to our
sponsors. Prizes consisted of T-shirts,
helmets, water bottles, bike paraphernalia,
and six lucky participants won new bikes!
We are looking to make this an annual
event.

In May we graduated approximately
120 D.A.R.E students at the Montgomery
Elementary School. It was my pleasure
to once again be personally teaching the
D.A.R.E. classes after six years off. For those
of you who are not familiar, we conduct an
intense three and a half-month training
program to fifth graders about the dangers
and consequences of drugs and alcohol.
This year’s batch of students took to the
program very well and passed with flying
colors!

In May we held our second school
dance for pre-teens at the St. Mary’s
Church cafeteria, sponsored by D.A.R.E.
and the #2270 Council of the Knights of
Columbus. It is always beneficial to keep our
children active and interested in community
events.

In May we certified three more of our
officers as bicycle officers. With the new

contingent of seven certified bicycle
officers, their duties will include patrolling
the park, park trails, and the downtown area,
as well as their other patrol duties.

In July we are re-certifying our officers with
AED (Automated External Defibrillator)
and CPR (Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation)
training to be able to continue to provide
this service to our community. With average
response times under one minute, often out
officers are first on the scene of a medical

emergency and this training is essential.

Although this is a very safe community to
live in, I urge the residents of Montgomery
to secure their property. There was another
rash of car break-ins and we have made two
arrests. Don’t make it easy for outsiders to
take advantage of our trustworthy lifestyle.
It takes only 30 seconds for a criminal to
open an unlocked car door and remove
property and disappear.

The Village of Montgomery is set to replace the remaining four-inch water line on
Wallkill and Railroad Avenues. Schenley Construction was the lowest bidder of fifteen at
$356,662.14. The Village will be receiving a $300,000.00 grant for this project, and will
fund the $56, 662.14 difference out of the water/sewer fund.
