Dear Antique/Craft Dealer, 
 
The Village of Montgomery is making plans for our Annual General Montgomery Day to be held on Saturday, 
September 7, 2024.  We are seeking the participation of quality craft and antique vendors again this year to help us 
surpass last year's attendance. The principal event of the festival will be a high-quality antique and craft show.  We have 
created a non-craft section to the event, and it will be located at the end of Clinton Street.  If you do not sell genuine 
crafts or sell antiques, please do NOT use this application.  You must submit a non-craft application located on 
the back of this letter.  Additional applications are available on our web site at www.villageofmontmomery.org. 
 
The Village is planning a full day of activities, including a parade, concert, 8K race, fireworks, a variety of food 
concessions and many new events and entertainment for this year. The main streets of Montgomery will be blocked off 
for pedestrians the entire day, allowing ample space for antique and craft booths to be set up. The size of each booth 
spot is approximately 9x17 feet.  The vendor fee for the festival is $75.00, which includes a special parking pass that 
enables you to park your vehicle in a designated vendor parking area.  Space rentals will be assigned on a first-come, 
first-serve basis. In order to maintain General Montgomery Day’s policy on allowing only genuine craft dealers 
to participate, any new vendors must submit at least 2 color pictures of the merchandise to be sold. IF YOU 
WERE A VENDOR LAST YEAR, NO PICTURES ARE REQUIRED UNLESS YOUR MERCHANDISE HAS 
CHANGED DRAMATICALLY.  There will be no exceptions to this policy.  Please include your name and 
address on the back of all photos.  Strict control of vendor merchandise will be maintained, and only those 
dealing in antiques and true craft items will be allowed.  Vendors that have participated in the past are not 
automatically “grand-fathered” from this policy.  If someone is selling merchandise that is not a genuine craft or 
antique, they will be asked to leave the event. There will be no rain date for this event. 
 
 Show hours are from 9:00 AM to 4:30 PM, but vendors have the option to stay late until 7:00 PM. 
 
Please send in the form below with a $75.00 check payable to "The Village of Montgomery" postmarked before 
August 16, 2024. If your application is late, it will be subject to a late fee of $25.00. Confirmations for space will be 
mailed to you by September 2, 2024.
